It is time again to renew your EIFSC and USFSA membership!

Wow!  We have had an exciting and successful year.  We continued to stay busy hosting our annual Eastern Iowa Invitational in March along with Rocking the House with our spring ice show and several test sessions. We put on an exhibition, in conjunction with the Cedar Rapids Freedom Festival and the Roughriders hockey games.  We are in our third year of the Synchronized Skating program and we now have two competitive teams.  We also have funded two grant programs that support USFSA Qualifying competitive skaters and PSA training for our professional staff.
Membership in the Eastern Iowa Figure Skating Club (EIFSC) runs from July 1 to June 30. When joining the Eastern Iowa Figure Skating Club you will be joining the United States Figure Skating. (USFSA) Please note that there is no “grace period” for membership. Anyone not renewing by June 30, will lose their USFSA membership and will not be able to compete or perform in USFSA sanctioned events after June 30 2007. Please renew by our deadline of June 25, to ensure your membership form is processed. After June 25, there will be a late charge of $15 added to the membership. We will be renewing members on-line, so there is no need to complete a USFSA registration form.  The USFSA requires skaters to hold current USFSA memberships to participate in qualifying and non-qualifying competitions.  Please take care of your membership by the June 25th deadline to avoid any eligibility issues.
If you are a professional, you will need to also complete the professional staff agreement and include it with your membership application.  The USFSA requires professionals to hold current USFSA memberships and PSA memberships to participate in qualifying competitions.  Please take care of your membership by the June 25th deadline to avoid any issues.  The 2007 USFSA General Counsel passed a motion passed that significantly changed the Coaching membership requirements and the fees have increased to cover the additional cost for coaching membership.  The following is the action that was passed: 
MR 5.09 Coach’s Registration Fee

Each coaching member shall pay an annual registration fee as outlined below in addition to the annual membership fee:

If a current PSA member with general liability insurance through PSA or proof of current general liability insurance with limits of $1 million, per occurance/$5 million aggregate:  A fee not to exceed $40.

All other coaches: A fee not to exceed $170
Coaches will still need to become full members of U.S. Figure Skating through either their home club or as an individual member but this is an added coaches registration requirement that bundles these necessary services together making it automatic to include a current rulebook, sport accident insurance and coaches’ liability insurance.  Headquarters would obtain a criminal background screening on coach members. 

3032 Any coach being credentialed for a U.S. Figure Skating qualifying competition is required to be a member of both U.S. Figure Skating and the Professional Skaters Association (PSA) and must have paid the annual Coach’s Registration Fee required under MR 5.09.

We want to extend our thanks to all members of the EIFSC for you dedication, commitment and support of our many programs. Our club continues to be dependent on the volunteer service of its members. We encourage each family to support their skater and donate their time and expertise to volunteer for the club. We have many volunteer opportunities throughout the year.
